Course Requirements for Summer Driver’s Education

Classroom Manners
· You are expected to be in your seat by 7:30 for summer session.

· Do not enter building any earlier than 5 minutes before class during summer unless bad weather.

· Water bottles are acceptable.
· Any classroom disruptions or rude behaviors are grounds for that day’s dismissal, which will be counted as a full day absence, even if it is close to the end of that day’s class.

· Cell phones are to be turned off during class unless scheduling drives.

Absences

· There are no excused absences!!  All absences will require make-up work that is time equivalent.

· Only 4-1/2 hours of absence time is allowed. More than that will result in dismissal from program.
· A minimum of a 5 page outline will be required for an absence as make up time or an alternative assignment that has been arranged with the instructor.
· Make-up work must be turned in 3 days following your return to class or your driving time may be cancelled.

· Failure to show up for 2 scheduled drives will result in dismissal from driver’s ed.
· Missing a drive time will have a consequence of an 1-1/2 hour extra work.

Classroom Requirements

· Chapter quiz scores of 75% or better is passing (19 out of 25).

· Quiz scores below 75% will have to complete the questions and answers at the end of the chapter.

· Missed quizzes will need to be made up.

· All make-up work and class work must be completed in order to pass the course.

· A cumulative score of 75% or better is needed to pass this course.  This includes the Final Test.

Notebook

· A notebook is required for this class. The notebook will contain 15 pages of classroom notes. This will be due a few days prior to the conclusion of the course.
Driving

· No food or beverage in the car unless approved by instructor (mainly medical).

· Cell phones will be kept in trunk of car. No electronics in the car!
· No sleeping!!  Sleep time does not count as observation time!
· Students must remain attentive and respectful to the driver and occupants of the vehicle.

· Showing up under the influence of drugs or alcohol is grounds for dismissal from program.

Time Requirements: All 60 hours must be accounted for!
· 42 hours of classroom

· 6 hours of driving

· 12 hours of observation

In order to pass driver’s education, you must pass both the classroom and driving experience!
